Please forward ALL TDY and return, requests to PERSCOM, CPT Elizabeth Griffin via email at griffine@hoffman.army.mil or by fax 703-325-3142.  CPT Griffin may be reached at 703-325-3141.  Please ensure your request reaches PERSCOM at least 30 days prior to your first day of travel.  Please include your contact phone number and a fax number on your request.  Once your request has been approved, your orders will be faxed to you from the Student detachment 7 days prior to your date of travel.   TDY being funded by other organizations (i.e. TACOM, Lockheed Martin, and NASA) will require that same procedures.
Just a reminder USASD requires 30 days prior notice to process Country Clearance requests.  If you are TDY more than 30 days and you are using your government travel card, please complete a partial travel settlement every 30 days to ensure that your travel card does not come up on the delinquent report.  Also, when departing Student Detachment, please transfer your travel card to your new unit, by contacting your unit APC within five business days of arrival to your new unit.
